Pursuant to Regulation 41 of the Uncertificated Securities
Regulations 2001 (as amended) and section 3608 of the
Companies Act 2006, only those persons entered in the
Register of Members of the Company (the "Register”) as at
6.30 pm on 20 April 2020 (the "Specified Time") shall be
entitled to attend or vote at the AGM in respect of the
number of ordinary shares in the capital of the Company
registered in their names at that time. Changes to entries on
the Register for certificated or uncertificated shares of the
Company after the Specified Time shall be disregarded in
determining the rights of any person to attend or vote at the
AGM. Should the AGM be adjourned to a time not more than
48 hours after the Specified Time, that time will also apply
for the purpose of determining the entitlement of members
to attend and vote (and for the purpose of determining the
number of votes they may cast) at the adjourned AGM.
Should the AGM be adjourned for a longer period, to be so
entitled, members must have been entered on the Register
by 6.30 pm on the day which is two business days prior to
the adjourned AGM or, if the Company has given notice of
the adjourned AGM,, at the time specified in such notice.

Corporate Representatives must make themselves known to
the registrar before the start of the meeting.

All Forms of Proxy must be signed, dated and returned to
the Company’s registrar, Equiniti Limited.

In the case of joint holders, only one need sign this Form of
Proxy, but the vote of the senior who tenders a vote,
whether in person or by proxy, will be accepted to the
exclusion of the votes of the other joint holders. For this
purpose seniority shall be determined by the order in which
the names stand in the Company’s register of members in
respect of the joint holding.

To be valid the Form of Proxy (together with any authority
under which it is executed or a copy of the authority certified
notarially) must be received by the Company’s registrar,
Equiniti Limited, no later than 11.30am on Monday 20 April
2020 or by no later than 48 hours, excluding non-business
days, prior to the date of any adjourned meeting.

The CREST electronic proxy appointment service is available
for this AGM. To use this service CREST members should
transmit a CREST proxy instruction, utilising the procedures
